A total of 68 bryophytes were found including 3 species of Sphagnum (only two identified), 7 liverworts, and 57 mosses.  Most notable was Dichylema pallescens, a species I have not often observed found growing in a moist forest plot, Ditrichum flexacaule, which I was informed was a state element for NYS, and the thalloid liverwort Preissia quadrata, a calciphile growing at the edge of several crevices in the limestone pavements.  There were many unique microsites that I did not have time to visit and survey so I expect that my list only accounts for about 50% of the total bryophyte taxa at the site, though this is only an estimate.  I would expect to find more forest species, especially from the swamp forests that others mentioned, including some that would be considered quite common.  I also expect that the moist crevices in the limestone pavements still hold treasures to be found including Seligeria and Thamnobryum.  I did find a large species of Dicranum producing brood bodies unusual for any of the large Dicranums that I intend to explore.  Overall, the Lucky Star Ranch yielded a surprisingly rich bryophyte flora.
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
