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  Facts & Data:
   Northeast Biofuels, LLC
· NEB is located at Riverview Business Park in Fulton, New York, about 25 miles north of Syracuse. The 420-acre Riverview complex was formerly a Miller Brewery.

· NEB will be situated on approximately 90 acres and will occupied 350,000 square feet, in what was once the Miller “brew house”. Much of the brewing infrastructure will be renovated and adapted to “brew” ethanol.

· The owners of Riverview Business Park, and NEB developers, are Central New York businessmen Eric Will and Thomas Denney. 

· The total cost of the project will be approximately $165 million.

· Construction is expected to start in the first quarter of 2006, with production coming on-line in early 2007. All permits and approvals are in place.

· NEB will produce 100 million gallons of ethanol per year. NEB is expected to be the third largest plant of its type in the nation, and first in New York State and the Northeast.

· NEB will use approximately 41 million bushels of corn as a feedstock to produce 100 million gallons of ethanol. 

· It is hoped that as much as 10 million bushels of corn will be purchased from New York farmers.
· NEB will receive $4 million from New York State to assist with installation of the plant’s thermal oxidizing/heat recovery system. The state monies were secured by Governor Pataki and Senator James Wright.
· During construction, NEB will create approximately 300 jobs. 

· NEB has received financial support from organized labor, including IBEW Local 43 and Plumbers & Steamfitters Local 73. NEB has signed a project labor agreement with 20 unions.

· Approximately 100 permanent jobs will be created by NEB and its on-site partner-suppliers, Perdue Farms and BOC Gases. 

· Experts estimated that NEB, Perdue and BOC will create more than 1,000 “spin-off” jobs in the agriculture and transportation sectors alone.

· Perdue Farms will supply NEB with corn and will market Distillers Dried Grains (DDG), a co-product of the ethanol production process, as a nutritional supplement for dairy and other livestock. 

· Perdue has leased 17,000 square feet at Riverview as the Northeast headquarters of its animal protein division, Venture Milling.

· BOC Gases, one of the world’s largest marketers of industrial gases, will construct a $14 million liquefaction plant at Riverview to process carbon dioxide, another co-product of the ethanol process. 

· NEB’s 100 million gallons of ethanol will used as a clean-burning gasoline additive and extender to help states like New York and Connecticut comply with federal clean air mandates.

· This year New York and Connecticut alone are expected to use over 500 million gallons of ethanol. The Northeast demand for ethanol is expecting to grow to over one billion a year by 1/1/07.
· With ethanol expected to replace MTBE as the approved gasoline additive in other states including New Jersey, Pennsylvania and New Hampshire, the Northeast demand for ethanol will grow beyond one billion gallons per year.

· When expanded to serve NEB, Perdue, BOC and other users, the rail yard at Riverview is expected to be the largest private yard on the CSX system.

· To supplement production of ethanol from corn, NEB is working with research partners, including SUNY College of Environmental Science and Forestry, to make ethanol from “woody biomass” and other feedstocks.
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
