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In all the ESRI course exercises there is the requirement for downloading data or data and a map project (extension .mxd).  Because of the computing environment here in the lab we want you to download the materials for a course to a specific folder on the computer you are using.
At the beginning of each ESRI exercise a early part of the exercise will contain a box about downloading the data for the course.  The box for the Migrating exercise is shown below
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Clicking on the download the data now link opens a window listing the three steps needed to load the data into your folders.  
2) Click on Next
3) Review the license agreement, check the “I accept….” Check box and click Next

4) The next window lists the steps to follow to download the data

a. Click download

b. If your browser opens a file download dialog click Save (NOT open)
i. In FireFox d a dialog is opened that has one choice – Save.  Clicking save opened a window that said that all files were saved to the Desktop. Sure enough, that’s were it put the file MigrateArcGIS.exe
ii. In Windows Explorer

c. Wherever your computer places the file your next job is to get it into the folder Migrate.  This is done by double clicking MigrateArcGIS.exe and in the WinZip dialog that opens Browse for your Migrate folder and then click Unzip.

d. A little window should pop up stating that 189 files were unzipped.  Click  and then Close.
