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1) Create a folder on your C:\ drive that you name with all or parts of your name. The folder name should be relatively short, say <10 characters.  YOU CAN ONLY USE “_”S FOR SPACES – NO OTHER CHARACTERS OR SPACES ALLOWED!  So, if your name was Eustis B. Nifkin you could use
a) C:\Eustis,

b) C:\Nifkin,

c) EBNifkin, etc.

d) But NOT something like C:\ E B-Nifkin

2) Now create a folder in C:\yourname called Migrate. This is the folder in which you will store the data for the migrating exercise (CORSE Advanced #!).

3) Now go to the ESRI virtual campus and get the course and data

4) Launch Windows explorer

a) Enter http://www.esri.com/ into the URL window.

b) When the ESRI page opens click on the Training tab and select My Training
c) When the My Training page opens click on the My Virtual Campus Courses link.  

d) To use most of the ESRI training and other resources you must have an ESRI User Account.  It does NOT cost anything except some information.
i) IF YOU DO NOT have a username and password then click on the Create New Account link and jump to the instructions at #10 on the last page of this document.
ii) IF YOU DO have a username and password enter that information and click on the  [image: image1.emf]

button 
e) A page called My Virtual Campus Courses opens
f) [image: image3.emf]

This page will usually contain a list of all the courses you have signed up for and the course status (courses are good for a year).  Normally you would select the course you want to work on and proceed with the course

g) In your case the page is probably empty. If that is the case then click on the Course Catalog tab.

h) A page opens providing the ability to search for courses
i) Search for “migrating” by typing the word into the Search for: window

j) In the options drop down items select

i) ArcView 9 in the upper window
ii) Self-Study (virtual campus) in the second window

5) When the Search Results page opens you should see the free course Migrating from ArcView 3x to ArcGIS Desktop listed.
6) Click on it and a course page opens that describes the course in the right hand pane and provides an outline of the course in the left hand pane.

7) This is the course that you will be doing parts of in the Advanced Exercise #1.   Click on the plus signs so that the outline looks like that at the bottom of the previous page. The orange bullets are exercises and we are going to do the two showing in the figure above. 

 We have already printed parts of the course for you to use when doing the exercises since it is very confusing to toggle back and forth between the ArcGIS Desktop programs and the exercises.  But you need to have the on-line version available so you can click on various parts of the exercise to get more information or see what the results of an operation should look like.

8) Start the exercise by clicking on the orange bullet.

The instructions for getting a global account if you do not have one are below.

10) You MUST have access to your (or an) e-mail account to do this since at the end ESRI will email you with a page that allows the final steps in creating the account and verifies your e-mail account. 

11) When you click on the link for creating a new Global Account a page called Create a New ESRI Global Account opens
12) Fill in the form with the requested information (field in bold MUST be filled in).

13) When you are done click on the [image: image2.emf]

 button.

14) Go to your e-mail account and wait for an e-mail with the subject welcome to your new ESRI Global Account.

15) Open the e-mail and follow the instructions therein.

16) When you click the link in the email a new ESRI web page called ESRI Training and Education will open.   Click on My Training and then jump to item 4e) above
