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Overview

The objective of this exercise is to learn how the selection and analysis tools work and to produce a document that summarizes what they do that can be used as a reminder when carrying out analyses.
What gets turned in
A document that describes what the tools listed below do when applied to different file types (point, line, area).  For each of the tools provide a summary of what it does and a graphic demonstrating what it does.  Each tool should take less than ½ page.  Here is an example.

[image: image1.png]Select by location - Intersect - line and poly

This operation selects the intersecting feature with out
clipping the feature as would happen when using the
Intersect tool with two poly features. Here the poly has
been selected by the river as is shown by the diagonal
hatching





I did this in ArcMap and copied and pasted the results into the document but I could have sketched it just as well. Note the cross-reference to Analysis/Overlay/Intersect.  I did the operation using a parcel from Martinsburg tax parcels because that was the easy way.  I Selected a parcel that had a river and then did a right click on the parcel layer, selected Data, then export. Same with the river.  If I were to intersect two polys I would select an adjacent parcel and buffer it by 100 feet or so and then see what Select by Location/intersect and Analysis/Overlay/Intersect did.

Remember: whatever style you use you are using it because you like it.  What we will be checking is whether or not you got it right!
