Graduate Assistantship Application Guidelines

Department of Sustainable Construction Management & Engineering

Fall 2012 and Spring 2013
Graduate Assistantships to support the Department of Sustainable Construction Management & Engineering (SCME) will be awarded for the 2012 /2013 academic year.

Graduate Assistantships are awarded for the full academic year or for one semester.  Graduate Assistants are either full-time (20 hours per week) or half-time (10 hours per week). 

ELIGIBILITY:

· Students must be matriculated in the Sustainable Construction Management and Wood Science graduate program.  
· At ESF preference for GA support is given to research (PhD and MS) students, although MPS students will be considered. 
· The applicant must be a continuing graduate student in good standing, or an entering student with demonstrated ability to perform the assigned duties.
· Demonstrated thorough knowledge of the courses to which assigned, or research to be performed

· Demonstration of excellence in prior performance as a Graduate Assistant (if applicant has previously held a GA position) 

RESPONSIBILITIES:  Graduate Assistants are required to assist professor(s) 20 hours per week (full-time) or 10 hours per week (half-time).  Graduate assistants are responsible to their supervisor to accomplish their assigned duties. These may include:

· Assisting with preparation and delivery of lecture/seminar courses
· Assisting with preparation and delivery of laboratory courses 

· Tutoring students in calculus, chemistry or physics
· Photocopying 

· Grading student work

· Assisting their faculty supervisor with research
Awardees will participate in the college-wide Graduate Colloquium on Teaching Workshop held each year in August unless they have previously attended the workshop.   

 In addition to their responsibilities it is expected that graduate assistants will actively participate in the graduate program which may include attendance at department seminars and other department or college research activities.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:  Applicants must be a continuing or entering full-time graduate student in the SCME department.  If you have an assistantship for the current academic year you are not guaranteed an assistantship for next year; to be considered for 2012-2013 you are required to fill out a new application form.
