SAGE 2009: Sustainability and Green Entrepreneurship
The SAGE project has been vamped up for the 2009-10 year. SUNY-ESF and the Metropolitan Development Association of Central New York and Syracuse (MDA) are partnering to provide education and encouragement for high school students to participate in the MDA’s Business Idea Competition that has a prize of $5,000. With continued support from a NYS Department of Labor Grant led by CNY Works, we will hold a one-day SAGE seminar entitled “Do you want to be a science millionaire” on Wednesday, November 11, 2009 from 8:30 AM until 3:30 PM at the Rosamond Gifford Zoo Community Room in Syracuse. This seminar is open to both high school students and teachers and will introduce them to the people and ideas that demonstrate the green entrepreneurial spirit. The SAGE project also includes the summer Introduction to Green Entrepreneurship course taught by ESF Visiting Professor Gary Lim. The 2010 course will be held at SUNY-ESF July 26-30. This one-week , 3-credit course, for rising high school seniors and recent high school grads was created to jump start participant skill development in business communication, strategy and planning, funding and seed capital, company and team formation, product launch, networking, sales pitches and more.

[image: ]Virginia (Ginny) joined the ESF Outreach team in a full time professional capacity on September 8th.   Her position is funded by a U.S. Forest Service (USFS) Northeast Area State and Private Forestry Competitive Grant. This project is a partnership between ESF and the Metropolitan Development Associate of Syracuse and Central New York (MDA) and their affiliated effort, the North side Collaboratory Workforce Development Program (also known as the Green Train). 

Ginny’s role will entail coordination of green infrastructure training and demonstration projects for people who reside in the City of Syracuse and other synergistic programs and projects. A related research and training component will be led by Dr. Ted Endreny, Associate Professor and Graduate Curriculum Coordinator in ESF’s Department of Environmental Resources and Forest Engineering.  

Ginny holds undergraduate and master’s degrees from Cornell University in environmental engineering, as well as a masters in environmental interpretation from ESF. At ESF she was a National Science Foundation GK12 Fellow, a College-wide Colloquium on Teaching and Learning Fellow and, among other roles, president of the Graduate Student Association. Ginny has worked with Dr. Peter Black and the ESF Outreach staff to adapt Peter’s Introduction to Watershed Hydrology short-course to a one-credit web-based course as part of ESF Online’s Fall 2009 course offerings.

The project team, led by Dr. David Johnson (Chemistry), includes, Drs. Bob Malmsheimer (Forest and Natural Resources Management), Lindi Quackenbush (Environmental Resources and Forest Engineering), Rick Beal (ESF Outreach) and Chuck Spuches (ESF Outreach).

Dave is a Meteorologist with 30 years experience. He was formerly with WSYR TV Syracuse for 20 years specializing in lake effect snowstorms and atmospheric patterns which produce them. Dave now holds adjunct positions at SUNY Oswego and Onondaga Community College where he teaches Introductory Meteorology, Advanced Forecasting, Broadcast Meteorology.
[bookmark: 9]In a related effort, Dr. Rick Smardon, Professor and Undergraduate Studies Co-Coordinator in the ESF Department of Environmental Studies, along with Dave Eichorn, Rick Beal and Chuck Spuches recently received a 2009-2011 Enitiative grant through a Kauffman Foundation project led by Syracuse University. Professor Smardon and Mr. Eichorn, along with other collaborators, will develop and teach a course titled, Entrepreneurship, Not-for-Profits and Climate Change.  This new course will integrate climate change science with opportunities for not-for-profits to both adapt to forthcoming regional climate change and implement pertinent program innovations. The fundamental purpose of the course is to show how climate change impacts can create entrepreneurial opportunities. The course will be open to area nonprofits.
