Dr. Jim Wilson is a Professor Emeritus in the Department of Wood Science & Engineering at Oregon State University.   Jim also serves as Vice President for the Consortium for Research on Renewable Industrial Materials (CORRIM, Inc.) that is conducting a life-cycle assessment of all U.S. wood products to determine product environmental performance.  Jim's research focus is environmental life-cycle assessment, process improvement, and product development and evaluation.   At OSU he has taught courses in residential construction, wood composites manufacturing, and wood and fiber physics.  Wilson has authored more than 80 technical papers.

Jim is an Oregon State University Professor Emeritus of Wood Science and Engineering, and CORRIM, Inc. Vice President.   Jim, a Professor at OSU for the past several decades, taught and conducted research in the area of home construction practices, wood composites and energy use.  He now conducts research on the life-cycle assessment of wood products.   Jim’s experience extends from the classroom, through manufacturing, into home construction, and product use and durability issues.  
Jim is also a Vice President of CORRIM, Inc., a not-for-profit corporation formed by 15 research institutions to document the environmental performance of all wood products in the U.S.   Prior to OSU, he was a senior engineer for the St. Regis Paper Company and prior to that he received his PhD in Wood Products Engineering from the SUNY College of Environmental Science and Engineering.   Currently his research emphasis is in documenting the environmental performance of composite wood products and resins, and their comparison to alternative materials.   Over the years Jim has been a strong supporter of wood based on his scientific knowledge and experience in the classroom, on committees, reviewing codes, in publications, presenting at meetings, interviews with the press, and in the courtroom.
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
