2008-09 DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE REPORT
The financial crisis of 2008-09 had a negative impact on all categories of donations. Corporate giving decreased from $106,575 to $78,500. A few companies were unable to give this year, while a few others reduced their gift. There was also some good news: Corn Products International, Inc. increased their donation to the Corporate Donor level and Kadant Johnson increased their gift from the Participator level to the Contributor level.

Individual contributions also fell almost $2,000 below budget at $11,130. The number of Annual Fund donors was down from 161 to 115, however the average gift per donor was up by three dollars at $96.78 per contributor. Annual fund money is used to sponsor the programs that connect the PBE students to the pulp, paper and affiliated industries. We are very grateful to our generous friends and alumni for their support, especially in these difficult economic times.
Several small enhancements to existing scholarship funds added $11,332 to the permanently restricted funds, as listed below. The income from the permanently restricted assets is used to sponsor scholarships and student activities.
The Foundation’s golden anniversary is in September or October 2010. The 50th Anniversary Celebration will be held in conjunction with the College’s Alumni and Friend’s Weekend, so that paper grads can take advantage of all of the planned activities, especially Saturday’s football game. The date for the weekend will be determined in March 2010 when the Syracuse University Football schedule is available. 

Please consider establishing an endowment in honor of SPPF’s 50th Anniversay. An endowed scholarship is a gift that keeps giving, since the principal is kept intact while the income is used to support the scholarship program in perpetuity. Graduates are encouraged to combine efforts to establish a class endowment. We are also interested in raising funds to improve the laboratories and conference rooms in Walters Hall. These are both great ways to give back to the program. Please contact the SPPF office for more details.
The Development Committee will continue to seek new corporate members and to increase the number of endowments in order to ensure a future for the Foundation’s scholarship program. We are interested in adding member companies willing to support the Bioprocess Engineering Program as well as the Paper Programs.
