 2010-11 DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE REPORT - draft
The Development Committee seeks to enroll new corporate members, encourage individual donors and increase the number of endowed scholarships.  We are also interested in adding member companies that would like to support the Bioprocess Engineering Program as well as the Paper Programs. All directors, members and alumni are invited to join us in our efforts to reach out to potential donors and new members.
Economic uncertainty continues to have a negative impact on corporate contributions. At $48,000, we are up slightly from $44,000 last year, but well off the average historical levels of $115,000. Several companies were unable to give this year and informed SPPF that they are less likely to support non-core customer activities in the future. This is a worrying trend. On a positive note, seven member companies placed ads in the 50th Anniversary Publication, adding $10,738 to the bottom line.

Individual contributions were $14,370 in 2010-11, up from $12,485 last year and $11,130 in 2008-09. Our generous alumni responded favorably to a letter from the SPPF president, explaining that the SPPF is in deficit spending this year and has projected a deficit for next year. Some donors sent a second or third gift, and we are very grateful to our generous friends and alumni for their support. Contributions to the Annual fund are used to sponsor scholarships, student recruitment activities and programs that connect the PBE students to the pulp, paper and affiliated industries.

There are no new scholarship endowments to report, however there was one large donation for improvements to Walters Hall. The $23,000 gift from the New York-Canadian Paper Industry Management Association will be used to upgrade the conference room facilities in Walters Hall. Tim Bradley, Omya, Inc.; Eric Ouderkirk, Nalco and Louis Morimanno, Omya Canada Inc. were instrumental in facilitating the donation.

The revenues from the 2010 JP Clark Scholarship Open golf tournament totaled $21,726 and made up the largest donation to an existing endowment. Rick and Lonny Watro are responsible for much of the heavy lifting that makes this outing a success. Bill Hoffman is another volunteer that deserves special recognition, as do the many individual and corporate contributors that come back each year to support this worthy cause.
