 2009-10 DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE REPORT
Individual contributions were $12,485 in 2009-10, up from $11,130 the year before, as the alumni responded favorably to requests for contributions in honor of the SPPF’s 50th Anniversary.  We are very grateful to our generous friends and alumni for their support, especially in these difficult economic times. Annual fund money is used to sponsor scholarships, student recruitment activities and programs that connect the PBE students to the pulp, paper and affiliated industries.
Although there are no new endowments to report, there were a number of enhancements to existing funds, totaling $33,640. The foundation’s endowment funds are permanently restricted assets, meaning that the principal gift is maintained while the income from the funds is used to sponsor scholarships and SPPF programs.
The Paul Budris Memorial Scholarship increased by $6,125 this year as his family and friends continue to give in honor his memory. The Carl O. Skoggard Endowed Scholarship received a substantial gift of more than $16,000. On a sad note, this gift marks the passing of Mr. Skoggard’s wife, Dorothy, who established the named memorial scholarship fund along with her sons.
The J.P. Clark Endowed Scholarship continues to grow, largely due to the efforts of Rick and Lonny Watro, who help to organize an annual golf outing near the NewPage Mill in Luke, MD. Rick and Lonny established the scholarship in honor of John Clark, a young ESF grad who died in an industrial accident. The SUNY ESF College Foundation also manages a JP Clark Scholarship Fund supported by earlier golf outings, the proceeds of which also benefits paper students. The SPPF scholarship was established in part to create a tangible reminder of John in Walters Hall.
Thanks to our good friends that faithfully contributor to existing endowments, including Bill and Sandy Holtzman, who established a fund a few years ago to help non-traditional students with their college expenses. Patricia Jelinek gave to the Robert V. Jelinek Endowment, established in memory of her husband Bob, a former ESF Professor. Nancy Dietz contributed to the fund named for her father: The John H. Rich Endowed Scholarship. 
John Greene continues to give to the Frank W. Lorey endowment, as he has for many years. BE&K increased the Paper Chase Endowment. The class endowments were increased by Keith Johnson, ’55; Thomas Ryan, ’61, and Kraig Brigham, ’78. Each of these endowments were planned to honor the Foundation’s 50th anniversary.
Economic uncertainty negatively impacted corporate contributions, which decreased from $78,500 last year to $44,000. Several companies were unable to give this year and informed SPPF that they are less likely to support non-core customer activities in the future. This is a worrying trend. On a positive note, seven member companies placed ads in the 50th Anniversary Publication.
The Foundation’s golden anniversary is October 14-16, 2010. The 50th Anniversary Celebration will be held in conjunction with the College’s Alumni and Friend’s Weekend, so that paper grads can take advantage of all of the planned activities, especially Saturday’s football game. There is still time to establish an endowment in honor of SPPF’s 50th Anniversary. An endowed scholarship is a gift that keeps giving, since the principal is kept intact while the income is used to support the scholarship program in perpetuity. Graduates are encouraged to combine efforts to establish a class endowment. We are also interested in raising funds to improve the laboratories and conference rooms in Walters Hall. These are both great ways to give back to the program. Please contact the SPPF office for more details.
The Development Committee will continue to seek new corporate members and to increase the number of endowments in order to ensure a future for the Foundation’s scholarship program. We are interested in adding member companies willing to support the Bioprocess Engineering Program as well as the Paper Programs. All directors, members and alumni are invited to join us in our efforts to reach out to potential donors and members.
