The internship and co-op program greatly enhances education at ESF. Employers tell us ESF grads are mill-ready, and easily trainable. Most paper students spend at least two summers, or about 6 months in the industry by the time they graduate. All PBE students are required to complete a 12-week summer internship, and a number of students choose the optional seven-month co-op, which offers both in-depth experience as well as greater financial compensation.
