Employment 2011
Employment was strong, but offers came in late this year. Many students were still looking for internships until the end of the spring semester. Interactions with the companies that hire our students are changing dramatically. Web-based job applications are becoming the norm and hiring through phone interviews is common. 
The internship and co-op program greatly enhances education for students in the department of Paper and Bioprocess Engineering (PBE). All PBE students are required to complete a 12-week summer internship; some choose the optional seven-month co-op, which offers both in-depth experience as well as greater financial compensation. Paper Engineering had two graduates in December and three more completed their BS degrees in May.
There were five May grads from the relatively new Bioprocess Engineering Program (BPE). Melvin Platt, a BPE student, was hired by Domtar in Kingsport, TN. This connection was made through TAPPI Student Summit. 

The fact that one of the BPE students is starting his career at a paper mill is encouraging to the SPPF board of directors, who hope that more of these bright young engineers will be recruited to the paper and affiliated industries. Another BPE grad, Mario Pietra is deciding between two offers from engineering firms and while the other three are attending grad school or looking for placement.

Seven companies held on-campus interviews for permanent job openings and summer or co-op employees, several more inquired via email or phone. A few professional recruiters also contacted the college looking for students to work in the emerging field of biofuels, especially in regard to the hydrolysis of sugars from biomass.
