SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE

The Scholarship Committee meets to review the Foundation’s scholarship criteria and policies, and to make recommendations to the board of directors regarding policies, procedures, and scholarship amounts. In addition, the committee supports the College’s goal to increase the number of Paper Science and Paper Engineering students at existing ESF acceptance standards.  

The board of directors agreed to continue with two scholarship schedules in 2008-09: one for students that entered the paper programs prior to fall 2008 and another for new students who are began their studies in the fall of 2008 or after that semester. Dr. Robert French, VP for Enrollment Management and Marketing recommended this action as a means of recruiting the best students and offsetting the high cost of living expenses in the Syracuse University dormitories. The total cost per year to attend ESF is $20,529 for a New York resident. The breakdown of expenses is as follows: 

Room and Board = $12,460

Tuition = $4,870

Fees, Books and Expenses = $3,099

The rules governing the SPPF Scholarship eligibility can be found at http://www.esf.edu/pbe/sppf/scholarships.htm. The Foundation’s total expenditures for undergraduate scholarships were $117,419 in 2008-09. The Solvay Paperboard Undergraduate Scholarship is included in these figures.
Two special scholarships are offered to graduate students annually. Masters degree candidate Shang-ning Chien received The Renata Marton Award, with a cash value of $1,500. The Solvay Paperboard Graduate Fellowship of $2,500 was awarded to Masters Degree candidate Shiuli Mahmud.
The committee would like to extend a special note of thanks to the other organizations that offer scholarships to the paper students at SUNY ESF. The National Association of Paper Stock Women, Inc (NAPW) chose Casie Goodwin to receive their scholarship. The NAPW was established to give women working in paper recycling a more effective voice and a new method of communicating with each other while enhancing their knowledge, effectiveness and visibility within the industry.  The NAPW established the scholarship program in 1998 and has awarded a scholarship to a SUNY student ever since.
The NY-Canadian Paper Industry Management Association (PIMA) awarded a scholarship to Paper Engineering Senior, Tor Goettsche. NY-Canadian PIMA is a division of national TAPPI. PIMA’s mission is to contribute to the strength of the international pulp and paper community by providing the means for our members to address relevant industry issues and to develop their management and leadership skills.
We would like to offer a final note of thanks to the ESF College Foundation, with a long history of supporting paper students with several special awards, including the J.P. Clark Scholarships.
