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ARTICLE  1.  NAME


The name of the organization shall be the Ranger School Hockey Club.

ARTICLE  2.  PURPOSE


The basic goal of the Ranger School Hockey Club is to improve students’ mutual 

respect, friendships, and work-ethics within the framework of the sport of hockey.

The Ranger School Hockey Club shall not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, 

national origin, age, handicap, sexual orientation, marital or veteran’s status in 

any program, activity, or service.

ARTICLE  3.  MEMBERSHIP


Section 1.  Membership as a full member is available to all students enrolled in 

the current Ranger School class who want to play hockey.

Section 2.  Associate members may include faculty, college employees, alumni, 

local residents, or others at least eighteen years old.  Minors may participate with 

the permission of their parents.

Section 3.  Voting privileges at meeting shall be reserved for full members only. 

ARTICLE   4.  OFFICERS


Section 1.  The governing body shall be composed of two team captains, elected 

by the team members.

Section 2.  The team faculty advisor shall be known as the Commissioner, and 

will be appointed by the Ranger School faculty.

ARTICLE  5.  MEETINGS


Section  1.  Meetings shall be held at least once per semester.  Special or 

emergency meetings may be called at the discretion of the captains or the 

Commissioner.

ARTICLE  6.  SAFETY


Section 1.  All members and associate members must wear a hockey helmet when 

playing ice hockey.

Section 2.  Hockey games will include “no body checking
” and “no slap shots
”.

Section 3.  Volunteer referees will be respected by the team members and will have authority to control the flow of games.

ARTICLE  7.  REQUIREMENTS TO BE AN OFFICIAL ORGANIZATION


Section 1.  The Ranger School Hockey Club must be approved annually by the 

Ranger School faculty.

ARTICLE  8.  ADOPTION AND AMENDMENTS


Section 1.  A two-thirds majority vote of at least one half of the total membership 

is needed to approve the constitution.


Section 2.  Amendments to this constitution may be proposed as motions by any 

members present during a meeting.  A vote of two-thirds majority of members 

present is required for the motion to pass and to become an official amendment 

proposal to the membership.


Section 3.  A vote of two-thirds total membership is required to pass an 

amendment.

� Definition of body checking - when a hockey player bumps or slams into an opponent with either his hip or shoulder (the only legal moves) to block his progress or throw him off-balance; it is only allowed against an opponent in control of the � HYPERLINK "http://www.firstbasesports.com/hockey_glossary.html" \l "puck#puck" �puck� or against the last player to control it.  Body checking is not permitted in Ranger School hockey.





� Definition of slap shot - a shot in which the player raises his stick in a backswing, with his strong hand held low on the shaft and his other hand on the end as a pivot. Then as the stick comes down toward the � HYPERLINK "http://www.firstbasesports.com/hockey_glossary.html" \l "puck#puck" �puck�, the player leans into the stick to put all his power behind the shot and add velocity to the puck.  Slap shots are not permitted in Ranger School hockey.
