MPS in Ecological Restoration
The Master of Professional Studies degree in Ecological Restoration requires graduate coursework (21-24 credits),  graduate seminars (3 credits) and research or professional (internship) culminating experience (3-6 credits). This degree program prepares students for careers in the restoration of aquatic, wetland and terrestrial ecosystems by providing a foundation in the principles of restoration ecology with an emphasis on practical applications. The program includes elective courses to enable students to specialize in their areas of interest.
