Topics to cover in behavioral profile:
Because this is a senior level course, I want to keep the content and style of the report somewhat open.  I have listed some points you could address in the report but they should not limit or define what you put into it and how you want to arrange it.  What I am looking for is a sincere effort to get to know the behavioral repertoire of a particular animal species.  What I hope you will get from it is an appreciation of the rich patterns of behavior one species can have, practice in looking for information in behavioral science, and practice in organizing and presenting in writing your findings, your ideas, your impressions of the species. 

Below are minimal points you should address in the profile of the species that you selected.

1) General species description: vertebrate/invertebrate, aquatic/terrestrial, short-lived/long-lived, prey/predator, where found geographically, what types of habitat it lives in, migratory/non-migratory, etc.  Short, no more than a page on its “natural history” to set the stage for a discussion of its behaviors.

2) Is it a truly social, loosely social, or a solitary species?

3) Types of communication behavior it uses: vocal, visual, chemical, etc.

4) Type of mating system in uses.

5) Parental pair patterns.

6) What are its foraging behaviors.

7) If it is a predator, its predatory behaviors.
8) Any other unique or interesting behaviors it may have.

One last point, regarding any references you cite, because you will likely rely on several articles/books often, instead of citing them in the text every time, e.g. (so and so 19XX), just have a References section in the back where you list the references you relied on.  This is as opposed to a Literature Cited section that you normally see in journals or books.
