Topics to cover in state reports
1) History of wildlife loses in state from time of European settlement: What was lost and when. 

2) Specific history on loses of predator species: times of first bounties, when last one killed. 

3) History of game laws.

4) What is the current governmental structure of wildlife agencies in the state.
5) History of recovery of wildlife: Which species have recovered, which are still missing or only remnant populations?

6) Current plans (if any) for the re-establishment of extirpated species

7) Status of “non-game” species in the state, are there programs? How funded?

8) Current status and management of predators in the state. 
9) Summary of overall “health” of the wildlife resources of the state: Hint; healthy IF has most of original species AND if they take an ecosystem approach to resource management.
