Retirements
Chad Dawson
Professor Chad P. Dawson has served ESF in a number of different capacities during his 21 years of employment at the College.  He rose through the ranks in the College from Assistant to Associate to Professor to Chair of the Department of FNRM and back to his current position as a professor in the Department.  Over the years, Chad has developed an internationally recognized research program in Wilderness Management and has been the anchor for the College’s recreation program.  For the past decade, he has been the managing editor of the International Journal of Wilderness and is the co-author of the leading textbook in the field, Wilderness Management: Stewardship and Protection of Resource and Values (4th ed.).  The impact of his knowledge has been exhibited for the past few years through Chad’s involvement in a large set of studies for the NY DEC regarding recreational users in the state.
 
 
Allan Drew
Professor Allan P. Drew has been a faculty member at the College for 30 years.  During that time, he was promoted from Assistant to Associate and Professor status, and for the last 20 years, has been the coordinator of international programs in FNRM.  Allan is an ecologist and over the years he has developed an internationally recognized research program in tropical forestry and agroforestry.  He has published more than 50 articles on a variety of ecological issues, both domestic and international.  For the past 20 years, he has co-taught, with Don Stewart, a course in tropical ecology based in Dominica.  This outstanding course has had a major impact on ESF students interested in tropical issues and for many has been their first experience abroad.
 
 
Robert Hanna
Robert B. Hanna, Professor in the Department of Sustainable Construction Management and Engineering, and Director of the N.C. Brown Center for Ultrastructure Studies is retiring after 33 years of service as of December 23, 2010.  He became Director of the N.C. Brown Center for Ultrastructure Studies in 1993.  Bob taught graduate courses in scanning electron microscopy, transmission electron microscopy and light microscopy.  Bob published numerous articles on the ultrastructure of the wood cell wall, including the elementary fibril, microfibril orientation, wood mechanics, pulp and paper.   At ESF, Bob worked with researchers in Paper Science, Biology and Chemistry.  In addition, Bob was also Adjunct Research Professor, Dept. of Anatomy and Cell Biology at Upstate Medical University where he collaborated with researchers to study neuromuscular junctions.  He obtained research grants from USDA, McIntire-Stennis, ESPRI, and in 1997 was successful in obtaining funds from the National Science Foundation for the Ultrastructure Center to purchase a scanning electron microscope.
 
 
David Johnson
Dave Johnson started at ESF on March 1, 1975 as the first Environmental Chemist in the Chemistry Department. He has taught courses in air and water chemistry, analytical chemistry, as well as participating in GPES.  His research interests have included the chemical and physical forms of metals and particulate contaminants in environmental systems using computer controlled SEM for individual particle analysis and he still supports the Syracuse Police Department with Gun Shot Residue analysis.  More recently, he has transitioned to research in renewable energy from compost and anaerobic digestion technologies interfaced with constructed wetland systems.  He has started a new company with colleagues (SKD Environmental Systems LLC) to keep busy in retirement.
 
 
Patrick Lawler
Patrick Lawler was instrumental in establishing the ESF Writing Program in 1990 and served as its director for nearly 20 years until 2009.  In 1991, he launched the ESF Writing Center, which continues to serve the campus today.  Pat has three collections of poetry published: A Drowning Man is Never Tall Enough (University of Georgia Press, 1990), reading a burning book (Basfal Books, 1994), and Feeding the Fear of the Earth, the winner of the Many Mountains Moving poetry book competition (2006).  Besides receiving numerous recognitions for his teaching, he has received a National Endowment of the Arts Fellowship, two grants from the New York State Foundation for the Arts, and an award from the Constance Saltonstall Foundation for the Arts.  His poetry, fiction, and creative nonfiction have appeared in over 100 journals.  In addition, he is the ecopoetry and drama editor of Many Mountains Moving Journal.

Assessment Update
Periodic Program Assessment
This year the Departments of Sustainable Construction Management Engineering and Environmental Studies as well as the Division of Environmental Science are undergoing the Periodic Program Review mandated by SUNY.  The two departments have prepared self-study reports for review by external evaluators this semester.  The Division of Environmental Science is just beginning this process, scheduled to complete a self-study of their undergraduate program for external review in Spring 2011.

National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE)
ESF is also participating in the National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE) this year.  Our students will be asked to complete an online survey about their experiences at ESF.  The NSSE is a nationally recognized survey that provides quality data that we use to improve our programs and administration.  It is a formal component of our assessment of SUNY ESF.  
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Reaccreditation of SUNY ESF
We are currently engaged in the decennial reaccreditation of SUNY with the Middle States Commission on Higher Education (MSCHE).  Accreditation is a foundation of institutional accountability that is required by the federal Education Department for receipt of Title IV (financial aid) funds.  This accreditation is also required by some research funding agencies as well.  The process provides us with important feedback to improve our efforts to meet our institutional mission and goals.  
 
As part of the process, we are currently engaging in an institutional self-study focused on integrating sustainability efforts throughout the institution.  Currently over 40 faculty, staff, and students are actively engaged in the effort as members of the Steering Committee and Study Groups charged with preparing the necessary reports.   These groups will be asking for input throughout the Fall semester data collection and analysis phase, and again the Spring semester for review of the reports.  The self-study report and a separate document (called a Document Roadmap) will provide evidence that we are in compliance with MSCHE’s 14 Standards of Excellence.  The self-study report and Document Roadmap will be reviewed by a team of external evaluators during the summer and fall of 2011.
