Paul’s MS project reserve samples
Sample Description:
These samples are dried, sieved, uncomposited samples kept in reserve, from Paul’s MS project.  Background: Paul took samples from 30 small soil pits from each site at Harvard Forest, Bartlett Forest, and the Proctor Maple Research Center.  Samples were dried and sieved; he used half of each sample to create composite samples, and did his analyses on the composites.  The samples here are the reserved original samples.  The composites are in amber bottles labeled 1-91.
There are samples from Oe, A, and B horizons from Lime and Control sites at Harvard Forest.

There are samples from Oe, Oa, A, E, and B horizons from Lime and Control sites at the PMRC.

There are samples from A and B horizons from Lime and Control sites at Bartlett Forest.  

Paul also took samples from the watershed liming study at Woods Lake.  There are no samples from Woods Lake here – those are in amber bottles labeled 92-151.
Note that b/c not all horizons were found in all pits, there are almost always fewer than 30 samples for any given horizon at any given site.  

Data problems:

Some Bartlett Forest samples may be missing.  I think there should be reserve samples from Oe, Oa, and E horizons, in addition to the A and B horizon samples that we do have.  This may not be the case – there is an empty bag with the samples with a note that Oe horizons had no reserve.  I vaguely remember not having very much sample for certain horizons and using it all for the composites.  This might explain why some horizons are missing.
